Criticizing the Theoretical Framework of the Separation
of Spirituality from Physical and Mental Strength

Abstract

Many spiritualists believe that one does not need to have physical and mental
strength to experience God and the Hereafter. Many athletes believe that having
physical strength without spirituality is possible. Many scientists also believe that
they do not need spirituality to have mental power. The subject of this article is
the approach of separating spirituality from physical and mental strength. We
will address the theoretical framework of this distinction and its critiques. The
topic is important especially because the absence or lack of spirituality leads to a
defect in the other two powers or their malfunction. Our method is to extract
the assumptions of the theoretical framework of this separation and then call
them into question. We conclude that this distinction has two presupposed
categories: philosophical and theological. Its philosophical presuppositions are
the separation of the mind from the world, the material from the abstract, and
the intellect from the heart. The first is the result of the false assumption that the
mind is in the body and that our body is separate from other objective beings.
The second is based on the false premise that the boundary of matter is clear and
immaterial beings can be separated from it. The third is based on the fact that the
intellect is a source of cognition and the heart is the place of emotions. Its
theological presuppositions are to believe that God is purely immaterial and to
separate the world from the hereafter. The first is the result of the false premise
that God is a limited being in the immaterial world and cannot be present in the
material world. The second is based on misunderstanding the relationship
between this world and the hereafter, that is, the relationship between the
external and the internal. The novelty of this article is in extracting these
assumptions and criticizing them.

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Abstract

Practical theology is part of the reflections of Christian theologians that have
emerged in the last two centuries especially in the wake of Schleiermacher's
works. Still, in the history of Islamic civilization there have been practical
theologies (without using the term) among both Shia and Sunni scholars. This
article aims to determine which topics in practical theology are most relevant to
Islamic societies. "Islamic societies" will be divided into two parts, that is, Islamic
societies under non-Islamic governments and Islamic societies under Islamic
governments, and practical theology in both will be discussed. In spite of the
commonalities between these two types of Islamic societies, the specific issues
are particularly significant, especially in light of the Islamic Revolution. Our
focus has therefore been on the priorities of practical theology within
contemporary Iranian society. Some of the topics discussed in this article are not
directly religious, but have had a major impact on people's religious beliefs. The
first point is about the relationship between religious authorities and the
government. In the second point I will discuss the influence of ethnic and
national cultures and traditions on the propagation of religion. In the third
point, I will discuss the conditions of our time and how it affects understanding
and propagating religion. The fourth point examines the incompleteness of the
plans and the failure to present plans that fit the government's intentions. Finally,
I explore the lack of rationality in some government statements and behaviors. I
will show how all of the points mentioned above affect society's perception of
religious belief.

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Abstract

Practical theology can be defined as theological analysis and interpretation of
social and cultural realities and especially human actions, providing suitable
theological solutions to human life problems. Lying, as a moral challenge appears
in various forms in daily life and needs deep attention. Peter Kreeft, as a
Thomist, believes that sometimes lying not only is not bad but also it is
permissible. Nonetheless, the circumstances under which lying is permissible can
be known by intuition and conscience. Relying on Aristotelian-Thomistic
rationalism, he criticizes the doctrine of nominalism, the philosophy of
Descartes, and the philosophy of Kant. He claims that they have denied the
intuitions of reason (as accepted in the philosophy of Aristotle and Aquinas), and
have narrowed the realm of the reason so as a computer program. Nevertheless,
the circumstances and intention have considerable importance in Aristotelian-
Thomistic rationalism. In defending the permissibility of lying, Kreeft argues
that circumstances, good intentions, and moral intuition are factors that can
sometimes indicate the permissibility of lying. On the other hand, some
objections have been raised to this view, one of which is that it contradicts the
teachings of the Church and Catholic theology, and seems replaced the absolute
truth in the teachings of Jesus Christ with moral intuition.

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Abstract

The questions of why suffering exists, what its meaning is, and how we should
deal with it, are among the most serious concerns in the field of practical
theology which prompted Simon Weil, the French philosopher, theologian,
mystic, and fighter, to put forward a special theory in this regard, according to
which, creation is a kind of abandonment and withdrawal of God from nature.
God has placed our whole being in the hands of the cruel necessity of matter and
the violence of Satan, except for the eternal truth of our souls. Thus, in Weil's
view, creation is neither good nor bad; It is "necessary.” Therefore, the first step
to understanding and coping with the cause of our suffering in this world is to
understand the meaninglessness of this cause. This world revolves around
necessity, and necessity is a "blind and deaf mechanism" by the will of God, and
in the meantime, God, by His will, remains neutral. But on the other hand, this
necessity can be loved, and this is the best choice in the face of something for
which we have no choice to accept or reject. Simon Weil believed that if a
person surrenders to the neutrality of God and the coercive presence of necessity
in this world, the beauty of the world will gradually appear to him. She believed
that there was an important difference between 'suffering” and "affliction.”
Suffering is primarily concerned with the physical aspect, and affliction, though
inseparable from suffering, penetrates deep into the soul. From this point of
view, affliction is a kind of uprooting of life and the more or less attenuated
equivalent of death and the complete cessation of hope, in which, instead of
getting rid of it, you have to destroy yourself.

Interpretability of Faith and Its Role in Practical
Theology Orientations
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Abstract

"Faith", as one of the most important companions in human history, is a factor in
creating homogeneous religious communities, but at the same time, with the
emergence of interpretive disagreements, it becomes a cause of conflict among
individuals. Even some of the greatest battles in history are the result of people
rejecting their counterpart religious interpretations. By introducing an
understanding of faith that considers it to be interpretable and states that different
social, cultural, and even natural and historical circumstances and situations
influence individual perceptions of faith, we can help increase tolerance and
flexibility in society. The religious teachings of Islam, despite differences in
individuals' capacities for accepting and expressing faith, have always encouraged
brotherhood and forbade individuals from imposing heavier burdens on those
with less capacity. By using Scriptural evidence, this article attempts to prove
that faith is interpretable. Consequently, the article clarifies that, on the one
hand, due to the "gradation of faith’, there are multiple interpretations of it in
society and, on the other hand, achieving the important principle of
brotherhood will depend on understanding this aspect of faith and promoting
individuals' flexibility and tolerance. It will allow individuals to live peacefully
and empathically, free from violence.

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Abstract

Islamic education courses in universities are taught with the objective of
transforming students into religious people by imparting a coherent and efficient
system of knowledge that enhances their individual and social behaviors. To
accomplish such a goal, classroom content must be matched with the needs of
students. On the other hand, practical theology attempts to explain the role of
religion in everyday life and to show how it can be used to overcome individual
and social problems. A research is therefore needed to answer the key question:
Can the topics of Islamic education courses be revised with a practical theology
approach in order to improve their effectiveness? To improve the effectiveness
of Islamic education courses, it is necessary to first examine the needs and
priorities of students. As a matter of fact, by aligning these needs with the
practical theology approach, we can both motivate and improve the
effectiveness of these courses. To this end, a study was conducted at Sharif
University of Technology to determine the priorities of undergraduate students
on various topics that could be discussed in Islamic education classes. According
to the results, students gave priority to the social issues (women's rights, the need
for hijab in Islamic societies, boy-girl relationships, freedom, and the issue of
peace and violence in Islam) from the five topics discussed in the questionnaire

And in its practical field, they tried to implement theology in the
human foundations of society by building various divine institutions such as a
just price. In this regard, the theory of dual human happiness in scholastic
theology has had a significant impact on the formation of economic issues as part
of scholastic practical wisdom. Despite these achievements, their thought is
wanting from two aspects: (1) systematic lack of understanding of modern
phenomena such as capitalism and (2) no effort to implement their teachings in
the social and economic construction of society.

It seems that remembrance of
the sufferings and calamities that happened in the lives of divine saints can guide
the mourner's attitude. In other words, by reflecting on these recollections, he
can find meaning for their mourning and get over their grief more easily. The
sufferings of Hussein ibn Ali (as) in the story of Ashura can be recalled for this
purpose. In Shia practice, there seems to be evidence for this view of Ashura.

Abstract

Nation-state-building and, moreover, welfare state-building in Scandinavia
have indeed been nation-state-building and state-building with the
configuration of the church-state relations as one of the manifestations of the
state, alongside the peasant-state and the workers-state. Thus a special form of
solidarity between political and social forces was formed in Scandinavian society,
and the reflection of all these forces in the Nordic government became a special
model of solidarity and governance in this society. Scandinavian nationalism,
therefore, offers a special model of nationalism. The question that arises is what
effect Scandinavian practical theology had on the formation of the welfare state-
building in Sweden, Norway, and Denmark. Lutheran practical theology due to
its influence on the definition of the nation as a source of national identity on the
one hand, and providing readings such as the mission of labor, the mission of
productivity, and the mission of production, on the other hand, was a source of
welfare state-building in the Scandinavian region.

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Abstract

This essay investigates the theological roots of social order in the works of three
liberal philosophers: Smith, Kant, and Rawls. Each of these philosophers, in a
different way, has discussed the relation between the practical possibility of the
ideal social order and theology. For Smith, the invisible hand leads the pursuit of
individual self-interest to the common good (an ideal social order); But the
invisible hand is a metaphorical concept, based on the divine plan for the world.
Kant also presupposes the existence of God as a necessary condition for the
practical possibility of the highest good (the compatibility of laws of nature and
morality). Finally, Rawls connects the possibility of a well-ordered society
(moral social order) to a special conception of divine nature and the specific type
of relationship between human and God.

Abstract

The concept of practical theology depends on our idea about action and its
relation to theology. The metaphysics of action is a study of the ontological role
of action, its position among other things, and its relation to other objects. We
can deduce a metaphysics of action from a systematic consideration of the works
of Allamah Tabatabaei. According to Tabatabaei, action is a kind of movement,
a movement that has its origins in the soul. A free agent acts through the
mediation of constructed thoughts (conventional objects). Agent's movement
does not add anything to the external world, but merely changes the way in
which a human being relates to the outside. Every change in the world leads to
other changes and consequently to a change in the state of affairs. So, the agent
changes the world through constructed thoughts. Any thought that enters the
realm of human action, must pass through the filter of conventional objects. It is
clear that theology is primarily a theoretical field related to the realm of beliefs.
The question is how theology enters this filter and how it becomes the basis and
source of action, and in other words how it becomes the source of world
change, and what is the advantage of theology over other theoretical principles
for action? According to Tabatabaei, religion reminds man of the preferences
associated with being and creation. On this basis, the notion of practical
theology can be defined as the knowledge of explaining and justifying how the
theological origin of action is preferred in the formation of individual and social
actions of man.

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Abstract

In order to present a reading of theology that focuses on the female experience,
theologians' attention was drawn to three areas. In the first area, the history of
Western Philosophy has always regarded female corporality as corresponding to
nature and, by portraying rationality as the exclusive right of men, forbade
women from studying theology. Feminist theologians seek to open the way to
the realm of rationality while recognizing feminine corporality. Moreover, it is
in this area that feminist theologians observe the female body as a source for the
reflection of feminist theology, extending the experiences they gain through
their bodies to various theological realms, and even reinterpreting the feminine
aspect of God. In this regard, they also introduce new religious rituals with the
aim of creating an atmosphere focused on corporality experiences in order to
give a religious aspect to events specific to the female body. In the second area,
poststructuralist feminist theologians pay attention to cultural pluralism and
consider the impact of different cultures on female experiences of religion. Here,
an attempt is made to provide a multicultural interpretation that covers a wider
range of women, given the characters in the sacred texts that reflect female
experiences of non-Western cultures. In the third area, on one hand, the
language of sacred texts is gendered and creates a masculine image of God in the
minds of believers, and on the other hand, the writing of these texts by men has
largely neglected feminine experiences. The present study, as fundamental and
applied research, intends to examine using of female experiences in feminist
theology as a practical theology in terms of the three realms proposed.

Philosophers have placed theology among the theoretical wisdom alongside
physics and mathematics, and have been waiting for its emergence in the field of
practical wisdom. Experience shows that the theoretical field does not
necessarily lead to action. The purpose of this paper is to address the issue that
what is in the field of theology, both theoretical and practical, will be
implemented only when it has already implemented some requirements
properly. In this paper, which has been done with an intra-religious approach
and with a descriptive-analytical method, using phrases from the words of
infallibles, the world is presented as a field of action, the Qur'an as a beacon and
the infallible guardian as the criterion and standard for actions in life.

As a result,
reaching the standard morality is dependent on piety and adherence to the
infallible guardian. Being immersed in worldly concerns, following whims and
lusts, being pleased with the world and having confidence in it, will prevent
them from reaching that position. Getting out of this dilemma, turning away
from the world and trying to promote the existence, approaching the position of
the companions of the Right Hand and those close to the Divine Gate can be
attained by following the instructions proposed by The lord of the pious.

In
contemporary discussions, so many issues are proposed on the right way of
deduction or argument as a tool for justification of beliefs or a method for
understanding texts. Naturally, Shia's jurisprudence must consider these studies
in its logic of deduction and discovery of divine commands to retain the
required dynamism or in the case of its refutation, offers some alternative
versions. According to the findings of this research, which is achieved by the
descriptive-analytical method, the connection between today’s epistemological
movement and jurisprudential deductions in Islam is not clear. The most serious
problem is the complete distinction between these two realms. Before
considering and applying the opinions in the epistemological sphere (theoretical
realm) to the jurisprudential issues (practical realm), the connection between
these two realms should be explained. Naturally, if this connection is proved,
various epistemological ideas could be proposed in the logic of deduction. It
seems that moral philosophy can work as an intermediary between these two
realms. In this paper, we attempt to suggest how the notion of proof in Usil al-
figh and the notion of deserving reward/punishment in moral philosophy can fit
together. In the next step, we explain how reward/punishment relates to the
justification in epistemology. If this claim is proved, it can be a ground for using
theoretical issues like the structure of beliefs’ justification or rationality of belief
in Islamic jurisprudence, and so making the logic of deduction in Islamic law
compatible with the contemporary scientific method as much as possible.

Religion and social psychology both emphasize faith and attitude as central
concepts. The result of the close connection between the thematic domain of
attitude in social psychology and the Qur'anic topics about faith constitutes the
term "faith-based attitude.” This term refers to an attitude that emerges from the
development of attitudes in social psychology on the one hand and on the other
hand, is closely associated with faith and belief. The functional model is
considered one of social psychology's most important models. According to this
model, attitudes are formed based on their specific function in meeting the needs
of individuals. In this research, we intend to use a descriptive-analytical method
and adhere to the requirements of an interdisciplinary study, through a
functional model, to re-read the concept of faith-based attitude and its essential
components affecting its development through the Quran.

through attention to the value of his/her existence, followed by the creation of a
positive self-concept, "the function of faith in making the life meaningful and
purposeful,” and "emphasis on the purposefulness of life."

The authority of reason and the effect of the gradual evolution of the brain on
faith have been the focus of modern evolutionist philosophy. Having mental
faculties and being rational are the highest characteristics of human beings. In
terms of practical reason, empirical evidence has clarified the relationship
between the soul and the mind, and consequently spiritual experiences and the
brain. Faith must undoubtedly be supported by rational arguments if it contains
epistemic beliefs. Even though cognitive faculties can provide basic empirical
evidence that is acceptable to evidentialists, illumination and intuition seem to
be more substantial in subjective studies of the faith. Faith and reason
complement each other, and both are necessary for excellence as two synergic
truths; where reason has left the matters of the ultimate concern unresolved,
faith has played its part in the conduct of life. Conventional activities of reason
are limited by the limitations of the reason itself and its autonomy. In spite of the
fact that faith lies beyond reason, the role that reason plays in improving the
condition of modern man, who is in dire need of faith and spirituality for the
continuation of his individual and social life, cannot be discounted. As a result,
the items that lead to the strengthening of both reason and faith need to be
included in formal education.

Mulla Sadra has proved the unity of the knowing, the knower and the known at
all levels of knowledge and not just at the level of intellect based on the unity of
the soul and its faculties. The same arguments of Mulla Sadra can be used to
prove the theory of the unity of the action and the actor (agent) by adding the
theory of the unity of soul and body and concluding the unity of the physical
actions with the mental actions and the unity of both with the soul of the actor.
Just as in the theory of the unity of the knowing, the knower and the known,
the known is the known per se, which denotes the known par accident, one can
say the same in the case of the theory of the unity of the action, the actor and the
acted upon. By applying this theory to an act called worship, we can achieve the
union of the worship, the worshiper and the worshipped and show that what is
worshipped in the first place is his known worshipped, which is united with his
soul and, if it is true, denotes the objective worshipped and otherwise it has no
objective correspondent. Thus, in any case (whether the right worship during
which the true god is worshipped or the false worship during which what is not
really worthy of worship is worshipped) God-worship is a form of self-worship.
According to Mulla Sadra's ontological principles, the identity of God-worship
and self-worship can be proved in another way. This unity can be proved on the
basis of the two principles of the individual unity of existence and the
exclusiveness of worship in the Almighty God. With this statement, the division
of the worshipped into per se and par accident is eliminated, just as the division
of the worshipped into real and unreal fades.

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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to investigate the type and quality of understanding
of God in elementary and preschool children. A review of the research
background showed that so far little research has been done in this field in Iran.
To achieve this goal, qualitative research with an integrated approach was used.
The target population of this study was all primary and preschool male students
in Chadegan city and the sample size was 42 people from this population who
were selected by purposive sampling method. Qualitative data collection
methods included interviewing the children, interviewing experienced teachers,
and analyzing the children's drawings. The content analysis method was used to
analyze the data. The results show that children have different knowledge of
God according to the stages of Piaget's cognitive development and according to
the characteristics of each stage. To have a comprehensive understanding of
children's knowledge of God, topics such as the prophets, the Qur'an, prayers,
and a large number of issues related to God have also been investigated. Findings
indicate that children first get familiar with concepts that have objective and
tangible examples. As their minds grow and become more powerful they know
and understand more abstract concepts. Other religious concepts, such as the
concepts of God, resurrection, prophet, prayer, Hajj, prayer, and miracle, like
other concepts, follow the general rule of formation of concepts in the child's
mind. Having this point in mind, we must adjust religious education, like other
education, in accordance with their mental capacities.

human expectation of religion. It is according to the widespread expectation of
religion that theology can enter the realm of society and social institutions. By a
minimum expectation from religion, the role of theology will not be so
prominent. The second challenge: tradition and modernity. In the traditional era
and with a traditional attitude, some social institutions have been closely related
to religion and theology, but in the modern attitude and era, the social or
organizational role of theology is often relegated to new institutions from the
new sciences and the modern world. Hence, in the modern age and with a
modern attitude, practical theology is accused of a nostalgic and passive attitude.
The third challenge: confiscation of practical theology by the official clergy. The
history of religion and theology shows that the official and governmental clergy,
with an exclusive and totalitarian approach, has been able to confiscate religion
and theology in their favor and in order to increase power, wealth, and social
influence. Although this confiscation has occasionally led to the public and social
interest, it seems that the corruption caused by this confiscation is more than its
interest. The fourth challenge: globalization. Due to the process of globalization,
the importance and necessity of global theology have increased. Hence, practical
theology, without overcoming religious fundamentalism and exclusivism,
cannot solve global problems. The success and development of practical
theology depend on the theoretical and practical response to the aforementioned
challenges; Challenges that have endangered not only theology but also religion
itself.

Today, in spite of all the Muslim intellectuals’ efforts with regard to women’s
socio-political participation, there are still doubts about this issue in some
Muslim countries. Even in Iranian society, the status of women in certain social
matters is still not clear. In this article, we are going to investigate the issue from
a religious perspective in the light of Morteza Motahhari’s intellectual arguments
based on the concepts of social justice and natural rights (Huquq-i fitri). In fact,
women'’s social participation is still one of the controversial issues among Muslim
thinkers. Hence, we are witnessing two extremist tendencies in this area. On the
one hand, there are traditionalists who restrict women’s social participation
because of an unjustified connection between women’s social activity and the
increase in sensuality. On the other hand, there are those who, influenced by
Western liberalism and so emphasizing freedom and equality, expect women’s
maximum public activities even though they do not present any clear structure
for women’s public life. These intellectuals either do not make their arguments
based on any religious notions or theorize their approach based on a weak
religious argument. This study aims to present an alternative approach that
avoids extremism and is based on the principles of justice and natural rights. This
alternative approach according to Motahhari’s thought has three main
components: 1. Men and women are equal in humanity, 2. Both genders possess
capacities and potentialities on which the happiness of human are dependent, 3.
To actualize some of these potentialities, humans need to participate in social
activities. This study is a library research project based on textual analysis.

Reza Babaei is one of the contemporary Iranian theologians who pays a lot of
attention to practical theology so that his theological approach may be
considered practical theology.

Moses also through helping a weak person and
Jethro's daughters, showed the importance of helping others; through releasing
the Israelites from Pharaoh, paved the way for Allah's servitude; and by burning
the golden calf in fire, he proved the weakness of the false gods to rescue his
people from aberration.

Islamic theologians must use
the possibilities of religious sciences including Kalam, philosophy, ethics, Figh,
Usul al-Figh, Tafsir, and hadith sciences, along with the use of other
conventional sciences, to develop practical Islamic theology as an
Interdisciplinary religious science.
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
